Aguirre and Gutierrez, in the semifinals, defeated 6-4 5-7 6-4 the Spaniards Ignacio Villariño and Pablo Lijó, the number 2 seed. The other semifinal was less balanced, with Guerrero and Zapata giving up only five games (6-2 6-3) to Denis Perino and Jorge Ruiz, the leaders of the entry list of the second FIP PLATINUM of the CUPRA FIP Tour 2023.
